‘June 7, 1776, R. H. L¢e of Virginia
placed before the congress a reso=
lution declaring that “these United
Colonies are and oferight ought
‘to be free and independent sfates.”
This Déclaration of Independénce
~was adopted July 4, 1776. It ends
‘with the words: “And for the sup-
‘port of this Declaration, wiin &
firm reliance on the protection of
Divine Providence, we mutuang
‘pledge to each other our lives, offr
fortunes, and our sacred Honor.'
And thus the Uhited Colonies be~
came the United States of
America. -

Shortly thereafter, the Contis
nental Congress instructed Presi=
dent Washington to adopt a na=
tional seal, and E PLURIBUS
UNUM (One Composed of Many)
was the motto selected for the new
Republic. : :

On September 17, 1787, the 12
states approved and adopted the
Constitution of the United States
“in order to form a more perfect
UNION, establish justice, insuré
domestic tranquility, provide for
the common defense, promote the
| general welfaré, and insure the
blessings of liberty to ourselves
and our posterity.”
